Talk About Books with Your Chdren

Talking about the books you read is as importameading them. Discussing

a story or a book with your child helps yohil@d understand it, and connect it
to his or her own experiences in life. Thiagtice also helps enrich your child's
vocabulary, and allows them to delve into3k¢'s of the book or story.

Here are some suggestions to help your child skilds in comprehension,
reasoning, and critical thinking:

Ask your child about the kinds of books he or slueild like to read.

Talk to your child about your favorite books whesuywere a child, and
share them.

Encourage your child to ask questions and to commethe story and
pictures in a book — before, during, and after iregd.

Look at the cover and the title of a book with yohid, and have them
predict what they think might happen in the story.

- Feedback should be specific to criteria. Critenieferenced feedback tells students
where they stand relative to a specific targétnafwledge or skill.

- Students can effectively provide some of theindeedback. Student’s can identify
areas in which they want help or feedback to $amuwhere they need to improve.

Instructional goals narrow what students shouldi$omn; setting a goal focuses
student’s attention to such a degree that theyr@imdormation not specifically related
to the goal.
