Below are some fun and practical ways to make negidin this Fall.

1. Set aside a special "story time.'Story time doesn't have to be long -- quality reats
important here -- but try to make it aukeg treat.

2. Choose books that you'll enjoy readindf you don't like it, it will show.

3. Keep in mind when choosing books that chitdn often listen on a higher level than they
read.Don't assume that a first-grader might not enjegring a story written for a fourth-
grade reading level.

4. Always announce the title and author of thbook you're going to read.

5. Picture the story that you're reading.See the scenes in your mind, even when therecare n
illustrations. It will help your storyt@llg be more vivid.

6. Use variety when you readifferent gestures, tones, and volumes all adtiécstorytelling
experience for both you and your child.

7. Many children enjoy "repeat readings."If yours has a favorite, you can make the expegen
more interactive.

8. Encourage your child to turn the pagesyr if he feels comfortable, to read passages he
knows. Both of you can embellish uponamystvith sound effects, additional dialogue, and
gestures.

9. Read slowlyand feel free to ask and answer related questisly®u go. Point out and discuss
illustrations or photographs. Ask yourlghi'What do you think is going to happen next?"
